TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1.
Definitions and Interpretation 

1.1
In these terms and conditions (“the Conditions”) the following words shall have the following meanings:-

1.1.1
“Contract” means any contract between the Organiser and the Exhibitor for the provision of services incorporating these Conditions;

1.1.2
“Exhibitor” means the person, company or organisation who has contracted for a space or spaces at the Fair and who is named on the booking form;

1.1.3
“Exhibition Site” means the venue as described in the booking form;

1.1.4 
“Fair” means the fair or event as described in the booking form;



1.1.5
“Force Majeure Event” means any event beyond the reasonable control of either the Organiser or the Exhibitor including, without limitation, cancellation, failure or curtailment of any licence, supply, agreement, services or facilities afforded to the Organiser; war; fire; flood; earthquake; national emergency; labour dispute; strike; lock-out; civil disturbance; inevitable accident; the non-availability of the Fair premises; or any other cause; and

1.1.6
“Organiser” means Stonehouse Events Limited, a company incorporated in England and Wales (registered number 05994577) and whose registered office is at 78 Harborough Road North, Boughton, Northampton, NN2 8LZ.

1.2
The headings in these Conditions are included for convenience only and shall not affect their interpretation.  

1.3
In these Conditions, except where the context requires otherwise, use of the singular only shall include the plural and vice versa; and use of any gender includes the other genders. 

2.
Contracts

2.1
The Contract shall be made (and without limitation bookings shall only be accepted) on and subject to these Conditions to the exclusion of all other terms and conditions including any terms and conditions which the Exhibitor purports to apply under any confirmation of booking, specification or other document. 

2.2
These Conditions apply to all bookings and any variation to these Conditions shall have no effect unless expressly agreed in writing and signed by a duly authorised officer of the Organiser.  

2.3
The Exhibitor acknowledges that it has not relied on any statement, promise or representation made or given by or on behalf of Organiser which is not set out in these Conditions. 

3.
Obligations of the Organiser

3.1
The starting and finishing times of the Fair will be notified to the Exhibitor.

3.2
The Exhibitor’s entrance point to the Exhibition Site will be notified to the Exhibitor, and the Organiser will permit the Exhibitor access to the Exhibition Site for a reasonable period of time before and after the Fair to allow the Exhibitor to prepare for the Fair and pack away after the Fair.  

3.3
The Organiser will provide each Exhibitor with a space at the Fair.  The location of the space is to be at the Organiser’s sole discretion and the Organiser reserves the right to alter the location of the space at any time before or during the Fair.  

3.4
Where the Exhibition Site allows, electricity will be provided to the Exhibitor.  The Exhibitor shall pay the charges of the Organiser as described in the booking form in respect of any consumption of electricity by the Exhibitor.  The Exhibitor must bring their own extension leads, equipment and adaptors. 

3.5
The Organiser will ensure that public liability insurance in the sum of £5,000,000 is arranged for each Fair. 

4.
Obligations of the Exhibitor

4.1
The Exhibitor must provide details to the Organiser of the stock that they wish to exhibit and/or sell and any practical demonstrations that they wish to perform at the Fair.  Only appropriate Exhibitors will be accepted.  The Organiser may request photographs and/or samples of the Exhibitor’s stock and details of any practical demonstrations.  Exhibitors attempting to display or sell stock or perform practical demonstrations that in the opinion of the Organiser is/are different from that detailed in the booking form may be required to remove such stock and/or refrain from performing any such practicable demonstration and/or leave the Fair and/or Exhibition Site at the Organiser’s sole discretion.  

4.2
The Exhibitor is responsible for ensuring that all stock displayed and/or offered for sale complies with any relevant United Kingdom and European legislation, regulations or bye-laws (whether consumer, public or civil) governing, without limitation, its manufacture, advertising and sale.  The Exhibitor is further responsible for ensuring that any practical demonstrations made at the Fair are undertaken in a safe manner and comply with any relevant United Kingdom and European legislation, regulations or bye-laws including, without limitation, health and safety and hygiene legislation.  It is a contractual condition of these Conditions and the Contract that the Exhibitor complies with this Clause 4.2 and the Exhibitor agrees to indemnify and keep indemnified the Organiser on a full indemnity basis against any loss to the Organiser howsoever arising as a consequence of the Exhibitor breaching this Clause 4.2.   

4.3
It is a contractual condition of these Conditions and the Contract that the Exhibitor will obtain any necessary consents and/or licences relating to stock displayed and/or offered (including, without limitation, with regards to the sale of alcohol or alcoholic goods for consumption on or off the Exhibition Site) and any practical demonstrations made at the Fair.  The Organiser may at any time and at its sole discretion request a copy of any such consents and/or licences.  The Exhibitor warrants to comply with this Clause 4.3 and agrees to indemnify and keep indemnified the Organiser on a full indemnity basis against any loss to the Organiser howsoever arising as a consequence of the Exhibitor breaching this Clause 4.3.   

4.4
The Exhibitor must not display or offer for sale goods of a noxious or obscene nature nor may the Exhibitor display or disseminate any party political, illegal or immoral matters.  The Organiser reserves the right to remove any such material and/or the Exhibitor from the Fair and/or Exhibition Site at its sole discretion. 

4.5
The Exhibitor will comply with the requirements of any competent local or other authority including, without limitation, the fire brigade and any environmental health officer. 

4.6
The Exhibitor undertakes to display the stock and carry out any practical demonstrations only in the space allocated to the Exhibitor, and to do so in good order and in a professional manner so as reflect favourably on the goodwill and reputation of the Organiser. 

4.7
The Exhibitor undertakes to ensure that the Exhibitor’s exhibit within its space is set up at least 30 minutes prior to the start of the Fair, and that it is staffed and adequately stocked throughout the advertised hours of the Fair.

4.8
The Exhibitor undertakes to ensure that it only enters and leaves the Exhibition Site at the access point notified to the Exhibitor by the Organiser.  

4.9
The Exhibitor undertakes not to pack away stock, and to refrain from leaving the Exhibition Site until after the Fair has closed and the Exhibitor has received the Organiser’s permission to pack away.  

4.10
All electrical equipment used by the Exhibitor should have all relevant and applicable certifications.  The Exhibitor must provide details to the Organiser on the booking form of all electrical equipment that they wish use at the Fair.  The Organiser may, at its sole discretion, inspect the Exhibitor’s electrical equipment and prohibit its use if it is thought to be unsafe.  

4.11
The Exhibitor agrees to complete any risk assessment form sent by the Organiser prior to the date of the Fair.  

4.12
During and at the end of the Fair, as applicable, the Exhibitor must ensure that its space is tidy and cleared, that all rubbish within and around its space is cleared, and that the Exhibition Site is left in a clean and orderly state. 

4.13
All vehicles to be used by the Exhibitor must be notified on the booking form to the Organiser.  Except where the Organiser agrees to a vehicle being used as part of an exhibit, all vehicles will be required to be placed in a designated area as decided by the Organiser. 

4.14
Without prejudice to Clause 4.1, the Exhibitor accepts that it may be necessary for the Organiser to request that the Exhibitor moves and/or removes any item from the Exhibition Site, including, without limitation, vehicles, boxes and packaging materials.  The Exhibitor undertakes to comply with any request made by the Organiser and its employees, agents, assignees, servants or contractors.  

4.15
The Exhibitor may not assign, sub-let, share or grant licences in respect of the whole or any part of the space allocated to it and/or any other benefit or obligation under these Conditions and/or the Contract. 

4.16
The Exhibitor shall, at all times, ensure that it takes out and maintains their own insurance including, without limitation, product liability insurance and that any insurance is taken out with a reputable insurance company or underwriters and is sufficient to insure against the liabilities imposed upon the Exhibitor by these Conditions and/or the Contract. The Organiser may at any time and at its sole discretion request a copy of the policies and all associated documents, and the receipts for the current premiums. 

4.17
The Exhibitor must not do or omit anything that could cause any insurance policy arranged by the Organiser to become wholly or partly void or voidable, or do or omit anything by which additional insurance premiums may become payable.  The Exhibitor warrants to comply with this Clause 4.17 and agrees to indemnify and keep indemnified the Organiser on a full indemnity basis against any loss to the Organiser howsoever arising as a consequence of the Exhibitor breaching this Clause 4.17.   

5.
Payment and Cancellation

5.1
In consideration of the Organiser providing the Exhibitor with a space at the Fair, the Exhibitor agrees to pay the payment amount contained within the booking form.

5.2
Payment should be made by cheque made payable to Stonehouse Events Limited or as otherwise stated in the booking form and by the date stated in the booking form.  If payment fails or does not clear within 30 days of it being presented to the Organiser, the Organiser reserves the right to charge interest at the rate prescribed by any applicable legislation from the date payment was due until the date payment is made whether before or after judgment.  

5.3
The Organiser reserves the right to refuse any booking at its sole discretion.   

5.4
The Organiser is entitled, not less than 24 hours before the date of the Fair, to cancel or postpone the Fair and/or to cancel any booking should the Organiser in its sole discretion deem it beneficial, necessary or expedient to do so for whatever reason.  Should any booking be (1) cancelled or (2) postponed (and the Exhibitor does not wish to exhibit at the postponed fair provided that after using reasonable endeavours the Organiser is able to re-let the space that was to be allocated to the Exhibitor), then pursuant to this Clause 5.4 the Organiser shall then refund to the Exhibitor within a reasonable time any payment made by the Exhibitor.  In this respect, the Exhibitor agrees that:-

5.4.1
every booking is purely provisional until there are 24 hours or less before the Fair commences; and

5.4.2
the Organiser shall have no further liability whatsoever under this Clause 5.4 to the Exhibitor other than with regards to repayment of any payment made to the Organiser by the Exhibitor. 

Without limitation to Clause 5.4.2, the Organiser shall have no liability pursuant to this Clause 5.4 to the Exhibitor in respect of any direct, indirect or consequential loss (all three of which include, without limitation, pure economic loss, loss of profits, loss of business, loss of contracts, damage to property, depletion of goodwill and similar loss), costs, damages, charges or expenses caused directly or indirectly to the Exhibitor.

5.5
Cancellation of any booking by the Exhibitor must be made in writing to the Organiser.  In the event of cancellation by the Exhibitor, no refund of any payment amount made to the Organiser will be made unless the Organiser is able to re-let the space which was to be allocated to the Exhibitor.  The Organiser shall use reasonable endeavours to re-let the Exhibitor’s space and the Exhibitor agrees that, should the Organiser be unable to do so, it is reasonable for the Organiser to retain any payment amount it has made to the Organiser.  In the event that the Organiser is able to re-let the space which was to be allocated to the Exhibitor, then, without limitation, the Organiser may at its sole discretion repay any payment amount paid by the Exhibitor or part thereof subject to the Organiser being able to deduct any amount required by the Organiser to cover its administration costs.  For the avoidance of doubt, the Organiser shall be under no obligation to repay the whole or any part of such payment.
5.6
In the event that the Exhibitor breaches these Conditions, the Organiser shall, without limitation to any other right or remedy afforded to it by these Conditions or otherwise, be entitled to retain any payment amount it has received from the Exhibitor, cancel the Exhibitor’s booking and re-let the space which was to be allocated to the Exhibitor. 

5.7
In the event of the Exhibitor entering into liquidation, whether compulsory or voluntary (save for the purpose of solvent reconstruction or amalgamation) or, being an individual, committing any act of bankruptcy, or whether a company or an individual there is the calling of any meeting of, or arrangements are made with, its/their creditors, or permitting any judgment to remain unsatisfied for 7 days, or a distress or execution being levied upon any goods or premises of the Exhibitor, the Organiser shall have the right to terminate the Contract with the Exhibitor, to cancel the allocation of the space and retain all monies paid by the Exhibitor under the Contract. 

6.
Claims and Indemnities

6.1
The Exhibitor hereby irrevocably accepts all and any liability for all acts or omissions of itself, its employees, agents, assignees, servants and contractors and agrees to indemnify and keep indemnified the Organiser on a full indemnity basis against all and any liability howsoever arising in respect thereof and against actions, suits, proceedings, claims, demands, costs and expenses whatsoever which may be taken or made against the Organiser or incurred or become payable by it arising therefrom or in respect thereof including, without limitation, any legal costs and expenses and any compensation costs and disbursements paid by the Organiser on the advice of its legal representatives to compromise or settle any such claims. 

6.2
If the Exhibitor, or their employees, agents, assignees, servant or contractors should fail to remove all of their property or otherwise fail to vacate the Fair and/or the Exhibition Site in accordance with the timetable issued by the Organiser, the Organiser will hold the Exhibitor fully responsible for any penalties imposed by the Exhibition Site owners, or any other losses and costs incurred by the Organiser as a result of the Exhibitor failing to vacate the Fair and/or Exhibition Site by the agreed time, and the Exhibitor agrees to pay the same on a full indemnity basis.
6.3
The Organiser does not accept responsibility for any loss or damage from any cause whatever in respect of any property brought to the Fair and/or the Exhibition Site by the Exhibitor or, without limitation, their employees, agents, assignees, servant or contractors, and the Exhibitor is required to indemnify the Organiser on a fully indemnity basis in respect of any such loss or damage to the exhibits or any other property brought to the Fair and/or Exhibition Site whether it is their property or not.  Without limitation, the Exhibitor shall indemnify the Organiser in respect of any liability in respect of any damage to the Exhibition Site arising from use thereof by the Exhibitor, their employees, agents, assignees, servant or contractors. 
6.4
Save as may be stated elsewhere in these Conditions, all warranties, conditions and other terms implied by statute, common law or otherwise are, to the fullest extent permitted by law, excluded from the Contract.  Nothing in these Conditions excludes or limits the liability of the Organiser for death or personal injury or any other matter which it would be illegal for the Organiser to exclude or limit (or attempt to exclude or limit) its liability for. 

6.5
Without prejudice to the foregoing provisions of these Conditions:- 
6.5.1 
the Organiser’s total liability in contract, tort (including, without limitation,  negligence or breach of statutory duty), misrepresentation, restitution or otherwise, arising in connection with the performance or contemplated performance of the Contract shall be limited to the payment amount as set out in the booking form; and
6.5.2 
the Organiser shall not be liable to the Exhibitor for any pure economic loss, loss of profits, loss of business, loss of contracts, damage to property, depletion of goodwill or otherwise, in each case whether direct, indirect or consequential, or any claims for consequential compensation whatsoever and howsoever caused which arise out of or in connection with the Contract, the Fair or the Exhibition Site.
7.
Intellectual Property

7.1
The Exhibitor permits the Organiser to take photographs and other images at the Fair including, without limitation, photographs of the Exhibitor, their space, goods, exhibits and/or practical demonstrations.  The Exhibitor agrees that the Organiser will have the right to use or allow use of the copyright and, without limitation, any other intellectual property right(s) subsisting in any such photographs or other images both during and after the Fair for any purpose including, without limitation, promoting and advertising its work and business.  The Exhibitor agrees that they will not gain any rights over such photographs or other images. 

7.2
Each Exhibitor shall fully and effectively indemnify the Organiser against any claim which may be made in respect of any alleged breach or infringement of any copyright, patent or, without limitation, any other intellectual property right(s) by the Exhibitor during the period of their occupation of an allotted space or, without limitation, otherwise in connection with the Fair.
8.
Force Majeure
8.1
The Organiser shall not be liable to the Exhibitor or be deemed to be in breach of the Contract by reason of any delay in performing, or any failure to perform, any of the Organiser’s obligations if the delay or failure was due to a Force Majeure Event. 
8.2

If the Fair is cancelled by reason of a Force Majeure Event then, without limitation, the Organiser may at its entire sole discretion repay any payment amount paid by the Exhibitor or part thereof, but shall be under no obligation to repay the whole or any part of such rental, and shall be under no liability to the Exhibitor in respect of any actions, claims, losses (including consequential losses), costs, expenses whatsoever which may be brought against or suffered or incurred by the Exhibitor as the result of the happening of a Force Majeure Event.

9.
No Waiver

9.1
No waiver by the Organiser of any of the Exhibitor’s obligations under these Conditions shall be deemed effected unless made in writing by the Organiser nor shall any waiver by the Organiser be deemed to constitute a waiver of or consent to any subsequent breach by the Exhibitor of its obligations under these Conditions and/or the Contract. 

10.
Severance 

10.1
If any provision of these Conditions (or part of a provision) is found by any court or administrative body of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, unenforceable or illegal, the other provisions shall remain in force.
10.2
If any invalid, unenforceable or illegal provision would be valid, enforceable or legal if some part of it were deleted, the provision shall apply with whatever modification is necessary to give effect to the commercial intention of the parties.

11.
Assignment

11.1

The Organiser may assign and/or sub-contract the Contract or any part of it to any person, firm or company.  The Exhibitor may not assign or sub-contract the Contract or any part of it. 

12.
Jurisdiction 

12.1
These Conditions and/or the Contract and any disputes arising out of or in connection with their subject matter shall be governed by the law of England and Wales in every particular including formation and interpretation and shall be deemed to be made within England and Wales.

12.2
The Organiser and the Exhibitor agree to irrevocably submit to the exclusive jurisdictions of the courts of England and Wales. 

The Exhibitor signs below to confirm that they have read and understood and agree to the Conditions, and to agree that the Conditions will be incorporated into the Contract to the exclusion of any other terms and conditions save as clearly stated on the booking form.  By signing below the Exhibitor further confirms that these Conditions shall likewise govern any future booking made by them with the Organiser save as clearly stated on the booking form for that future booking.
